
This course will consider issues of institutional/historical change, the diversity of US Catholicism, particular attention to is-
sues of sexual behavior and gender, how contemporary trends in immigration and changing spiritual practices are impacting 
Catholicism. The course would include a range of readings/research methods and I would have as a sub-theme the different 
ways in which sociologists study Catholicism/religion.
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
